Weather-Based Irrigation Pilot ProgramThe City’s Residential Weather-Based Irrigation Pilot Program kicked off in July with the distribution of weather-based 
irrigation controllers or timers called “Smart” controllers. Participation in the program is based on controller availability 
and completion of a pre-qualification process. “Smart” irrigation controllers can reduce outdoor water use by monitoring 
and using information about site conditions (soil moisture, rain, wind, slope, soil type, plant type, and more), and applying 
the right amount of water based on those factors—not too much and not too little—to maintain healthy growing conditions. 
Typically this results in lower water bills and a healthier environment. 

Rebates
You can reduce indoor water consumption by replacing non-efficient appliances with high-efficiency models. The City offers 
rebates for the purchase of high-efficiency clothes washers and toilets to qualified residents. Remember, saving water both 
indoors and outdoors in your yard is the smart thing to do all year.  For further information: Public Works  (925) 516-6000

By collecting leaves and participating in the City of Brentwood Leaf Bag Program, residents can help reduce pollution to local 
creeks and waterways. If left to accumulate when they fall, leaves can pile up in streets and gutters, hampering street sweeping, 
and blocking storm drains during a rainstorm.

The leaf bags are free of charge while supplies last and can be picked up beginning October 1, at City Hall, 708 Third St., and 
will be available through January 31.

The clear bags are only for leaves that will not fit into residents' yard waste carts. City residents are reminded that leaf bags 
should not contain any other yard waste, garbage, or household waste.
